It has been an extremely busy two months for DSA with the Annual General

. Meeting and Members Workshop both successfully held. We were honoured to
have our patron, Kevan Gosper AO, as our guest speaker. This validated our

strategy to re-engage with our patron this year, and Kevan has committed himself to continuing
his role as our patron for the next couple of years.

At our AGM, we welcomed Sonia Heath, our newest Board Director. Sonia brings to DSA a wealth
of skills and experience in the communications/media areas, having worked in various positions
within ASC, AIS and Government Departments. She is also an Olympian, having participated in the
Beijing Olympics.

The Board of Directors and Staff will be conducting a planning day in February 2010 to review
portfolio allocations and identify strategic priorities for 2010.

DSA has been working closely with a group of interested people in the ACT regarding establishing
Deaf Sports ACT - this is very pleasing and links well with our renewed efforts to re-establish Deaf
Sports NSW. A forum is being planned early in 2010 with NSW deaf sporting clubs and individuals
who have submitted EOls.

On 10 December, Melinda Vernon competed in the Zatopek 10000 race in Melbourne and | joined a
group of around 25 supporters to cheer her on. She broke the deaf world record (pending
ratification by ICSD), running 33.22.70 in driving rain, just missing out on qualifying for the
Commonwealth Games, but the time was a personal best. Congratulations Melinda!
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| have spent the last few weeks working with Craig Dodson drafting DSA’s response to the
Crawford Report, an independent review into sport in Australia. Over the last 18-24 months DSA
has participated in a number of forums and workshops, and made a submission as well. Upon the
release of the Crawford Report, DSA analysed the key recommendations as well as all references
to disability sport. While DSA agrees with the majority of recommendations - in particular,
maintaining current funding levels, putting sport into education amongst other key
recommendations, we were extremely disappointed at the scant mention of disability sport in the
Report, as well as the lack of acknowledgement and recognition of deaf sports.

In our formal response to the Crawford Report, requested by the Federal Minister of Sport, we
included three key areas that we felt required attention from the Federal Government:

1. The development and resourcing of a targeted program to increase participation in
sport by deaf and hard of hearing Australians;

2. recognition of the importance of elite deaf sports competition; and

3. removing the current inequalities that exist which prevent the deaf community
accessing existing sport services.

The Federal Government will provide a formal response to the Crawford Report in the New Year.

High Tatras (Vysoke Tatry) is the winter centre in the heart of Europe and is the
smallest high mountain in the northern part of a rather young country - Slovakia. The country is
known around the world as the host of the 1970 World Nordic Championship.

This could be your once-in-a-lifetime experience to participate as an Athlete, Coach or as part of
the Support Staff for the Australian Deaflympic Team at the next Winter Deaflympic Games. This
world-class sporting and social event for Deaf and Hard of Hearing athletes and friends from
around the world needs a strong Australian Team.

Australia has a proud history at the Winter Deaflympic Games which is highlighted by skiing
legend Andrew Swann who is a 6 time Gold medallist. We are now looking for the next generation
of champions.

To be eligible to compete you must be:
e an Australian Citizen,
e have a Hearing Loss of at least 55dB in the better ear (athletes only),
e Meet minimum qualification standards and DSA selection criteria

The key sports competed at during the Winter Deaflympics are Alpine Skiing, Cross Country Skiing,
Snowboard and Curling.
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If you are interested in competing the first step is to contact Deaf Sports Australia and obtain a
first round Expression of Interest form to complete to register you interest.

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Recently Deaf Sports Australia set up the Games Organising Committee (GOC) to oversee the
development and management of the 2012 Australian Deaf Games to be held at Geelong, Victoria

The Australian Deaf Games (ADG) is the pinnacle of deaf sporting events in Australia and is owned
and managed by Deaf Sports Australia (DSA). The ADG is one of the oldest ongoing sporting
events in the world and DSA is excited to be returning to Victoria for the 16th Games. 2012 will
mark the first time in 29 years since the Games were last held in Victoria.

Here is a short biography of each GOC member, outlining what they will be doing in the lead up to
the 2012 Australian Deaf Games.
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Richard is a Board Director of Deaf Sports Australia and the Chair of the
2012ADG. He is responsible for leading the 2012ADG team and providing the
public face of the Games.

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ICSD is pleased to announce that Terence PARKIN of South Africa and Aksana PETRUSHENKA of
Belarus have been selected as the 2009 WIDEX Sportsman and Sportswoman of the Year by the
members of International Committee of Sports for the Deaf Selections Commission through
electronic ballot. They earned 68 and 65 points respectively.

Terence PARKIN, born 12 April 1980, won 7 gold medals at the recent Summer Deaflympics in
Taipei in the swimming events and a bronze medal in the cycling event. Being able to achieve this
feat by competing in two different sports at the Deaflympic level and to medal in both categories
deserves this honor to be named the best athlete of the year! Furthermore, Terence has broken
12 World records in the year of 2009 and there are a few more applications for world record
recognition from his recent swimming competition in Singapore at the FINA Swimming World Cup.

Aksana PETRUSHENKA, born 25 September 1984, whose accomplishments included four Gold, one
silver, and one bronze medal, in swimming at the recent Summer Deaflympics in Taipei. Her
results had also brought her five Games and World records and those three world records have
finally been broken after being kept in the record books for over twenty years by one of our most
accomplished and well known swimmer, Cindy-Lu FITZPATRICK from Australia.

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Dear members

About 2 weeks ago, the Minister for Broadband, Communications and the Digital Economy, Senator
Stephen Conroy and the Hon Bill Shorten MP, Parliamentary Secretary for Disabilities and
Children’s Services, released an important discussion report on access to electronic media for
people who are Deaf or have a hearing impairment.

Last week, as a follow up to that paper, Senator Conroy has announced the release of a further
discussion paper, ‘Content and Access: The future of program standards and captioning
requirements on digital television multi-channels'.

This review does not examine the substantive requirements broadcasters have in relation to
captioning. The various options outlined in the discussion paper are not exhaustive and are
included for consideration only. This review will not consider the availability, or otherwise, of
digital multi-channels provided by broadcasters across regional and remote Australia.

Deafness Forum will respond to this discussion paper on captioning on digital television multi-
channels.

Background

"Digital television multi-channels” refers to digital channels such as ABC2, Go! and 7Two. The
word ‘digital’ refers to the way in which TV signals are sent and received by TVs in homes around
Australia. Currently, Australian TV is broadcast using both digital and analog signals, but the
analog signals will be phased out starting 2010 and will no longer be in use anywhere in Australia
by 2013. The main benefit of digital TV is that you will enjoy a much better picture and sound
quality. You will also be able to receive more TV channels.

Currently, Australian free-to-air television broadcasters are required to caption all English
language news and current affairs programs, as well as all programs broadcast during prime time
(6.00pm to 10.30pm) on free to air TV networks' main channels (eg WIN, PRIME, SEVEN, ABC, SBS,
etc - the name may vary depending on where you live). Free to air broadcasters are also required
to caption 75% of 6am to midnight programming on main channels, with that target increasing to
85% in 2011.

The exemption included requirements for incremental growth in captioning to

85 per cent of the content broadcast between 6.00 am to midnight on a broadcaster's primary
channel as follows:

* 75 per cent of programming over the broadcast day (6.00 am to midnight) for the period
ending 31 December 2009;

* 80 per cent of programming over the broadcast day (6.00 am to midnight) for the period
ending 31 December 2010;

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ending 31 December 2011.

85 per cent of programming over the broadcast day (6.00 am to midnight) for the period

Currently, the digital multi-channels such as ABC2, Go! and 7Two are exempt from the captioning

requirements. At present, the digital multi-channels such as ABC2, Go! and 7Two only need to

show captions on programs that are showing at the same time on one of the free to air channels,

or have previously screened on the primary channels with captions. This exemption applies until

digital switchover is complete (2013)..So for example if you can the "The Nanny with captions on

WIN or Nine and it is showing at the same time on Go! It should have captions on GO!.

The program standards and captioning requirements that currently apply to each analog television

channel and its simultaneous digital broadcast, or simulcast, do not apply to digital multi-
channels.
