Being part of the DCA team, we all were never left out on any discussion or announcements from Coach,
Captain or officials because we all could sign and communication with each other which was excellent due to
officials being deaf or even a hearing person who could sign well. | always felt comfortable and clearly
understood everything that went on.

President’s Report - Brent Phillips

focus on cricket. Cricket has always been an integral part of the Phillips family - my
grandfather, Joe, and my father, Noel, both played for Melbourne Deaf Cricket Club
(formerly known as Kew Deaf Cricket Club) and my brother and | have carried on playing
for the club. Melbourne Deaf Cricket Club is reportedly the oldest deaf sporting club in
the world, having been formed in the 1880s. To date, no other deaf sporting club has laid
claim to this title.

Just the other Thursday, | attended cricket training, and there were 25 people present -
many of them young players in school, and quite a few new faces | had not seen before.
This was very pleasing to see - similar to the recent National Deaf Netball Club Championships, held in Ballarat,
with 20 teams participating. There were many young players | had not met - signing and oral. Those who say deaf
sports is on the decline may want to think again. The numbers are there - it is a matter of finding them and
engaging them in sport. Deaf Netball Australia has done this very well over the last three years, which has resulted
in record-breaking participation numbers at the 2008 Australian Deaf Games and this year’s NDNCC.

The international deaf sports community was saddened to learn of Chou, Kuo-tung’s passing earlier this month.
Chou was a former President of the Chinese Taipei Deaf Sports Association and founder of the Asia Pacific Deaf
Sports Confederation. He also served on the ICSD Executive Committee for many years under John Lovett’s
presidency. He lived to achieve his dream of seeing the Deaflympic Games hosted in his home country, Taiwan,
and was the final torchbearer at the Opening Ceremony last month. On behalf of the Australian deaf sporting
community, | wish to send our condolences to Chou’s family and the Chinese Taipei Deaf Sports Association.

On the Host City front, we are very close to announcing the host city for
the ADG - this followed a very thorough bid process which attracted enormous interest from Victorian local
councils. Well done to Richard and the host city selection sub-committee - Peter Folan, Gary Kerridge (Deaf Sports
Recreation Victoria representative) and Cathy Ebert (Sport and Recreation Victoria representative) for their
contribution to the selection process.

DSA is now calling for Expressions of Interest for individuals living in NSW to join a specially convened committee to
look at re-establishing Deaf Sports Recreation NSW. This follows on advice received from the NSW Government,
who expressed a preference for a local committee for deaf sports to be established. | urge you to contact Craig
Dodson, our Manager, at craig.dodson@deafsports.org.au if you are interested in contributing.

How can we help? The following outlines the steps DSA will take to help find the right club and sport for you.
Step 1 - contact DSA to let us know your background and what sport you want to play.

Step 2 - DSA will then speak to the respective National Deaf Sporting Organisation and National Sporting
Organisation to identify what clubs, competitions and so on are available in your area.

Step 3 - DSA will then make the initial contact with the selected sporting club and speak to the relevant
officials and coaches about some ways to assist with including a deaf athlete into their club.

Step 4 - DSA will then facilitate an introduction between the club and you so that it can be arranged for you
to attend an initial meeting or your first training session.

Step 5 - DSA will follow up with you and the sporting club in the following weeks to see how things are
progressing.

It’s ok to ask for help and at DSA we understand what a tough experience it is to make the initial steps to get
involved. Please feel free to contact us at anytime to find out more on how we can help.

Education takes time and for each athlete and sporting club it will be an experience to find out what suits
both parties and is practical given the resources and support available. Times are changing and the sporting
environment in Australia’s is much more inclusive than has been the case for past generations, however, there
is still much work for DSA to do in educating mainstream sport about the issues and challenges facing the deaf
community in sport. It is a challenge we are facing head on and are starting to make an impact.

I hope you enjoy reading this months e-news and again encourage you to contact DSA at anytime if you have
anything you want to discuss.

Speaking of 4 teams, there are two teams in Melbourne
called Melbourne Deaf Cricket and they are currently playing in Eastern Cricket Association while NSW and
QLD do have a team playing in their respective local competitions. Silent Warriors is the nhame of the team
which plays in Inner West Harbour Cricket Association in Sydney while Queensland Deaf Cricket Association
named their team as Brisbane Deaf and they compete in Warehouse Cricket Association.

As you all may or may not have heard that the 3rd World Cup in Auckland, NZ which was scheduled in
December/January 2009-10 has been postponed for another 12 months due to the host not being able to
secure sufficient funding to accommodate the teams from all over the world.

With a career spanning over 10 years, Nicole’s is
one of Australia’s greatest ever swimmers.

She also broke a world record in the 200m
backstroke (short course) in 1992.

Nicole and Cindy-Lu also competed together at the Commonwealth Games and several other events and have
maintained regular contact since meeting and are still great friends.

Nicole also played a valuable role as an ambassador for the 2005 Melbourne Deaflympic Games, speaking at
several events and helping to drive publicity for the Games.

“It’s a wonderful honour and privilege to come onboard as an ambassador for Deaf Sports Australia. Hopefully
| can help promote and raise awareness of the benefits of participating in sport throughout the deaf and wider
community”, said Livingstone.

“l would like to help draw attention to all the fantastic deaf athletes who are out their competing and help to
educate sports bodies about working with, and supporting deaf athletes who want to become involved in sport
at all levels”, said Livingstone.

As an ambassador of DSA, Livingstone’s involvement will range from featuring in and helping to promote DSA
educational material to providing her support to help generate publicity and coverage for deaf sports issues
and events.

Most recently Livingstone has forged a successful career in the media and has joined Network Ten as an expert
commentator on the new ONE channel and co host of Thursday Night Live.

It is fantastic for Deaf Sports Australia to be able to have someone of Nicole’s standing and profile in the
sports community to support the work we are doing. Having Nicole’s support will help to put a public face to
the work we are doing and help to open doors and capture the attention of people who otherwise may not
know about Deaf Sports Australia and the deaf community in general.

DSA Seeks for EOI to establish NSW Deaf Sports Association

Deaf Sports Recreation New South Wales (DSRNSW) ceased operations in 2003 and since then there
has been no official body to support Deaf Sports in New South Wales. For the past six years Deaf
Sports Australia (DSA) has managed the New South Wales area as best as possible.

DSA would like to re-establish DSRNSW and following a stakeholder meeting attended by NSW Deaf
Sporting clubs and associations in November 2008 DSA has been researching the options available to
re-establish DSRNSW.

Based on DSA’s research and consultation with the NSW Government it has been concluded that the
first necessary step is to form a new incorporated constituted organisation in NSW.

As a result DSA is now calling for expressions of interest (EOIs) from people who live in NSW who wish
to become involved in helping to develop and possibly joining a committee for the new DSRNSW.

DSA will work with interested stakeholders to set up an incorporated constituted organisation with a
committee responsible for DSRNSW with regular Delegates Meetings, financial reporting and other
associated tasks.

Central to the development of the new organisation would be the development of key strategic
documents such as the constitution and an initial 5 year business plan for the operation of DSRNSW.

Based on the previous tasks undertaken by DSRNSW and the operation of other existing State Deaf
Sports Organisations in Australia the following key tasks have been identified for the new DSRNSW:

Form an incorporated organisation with regular delegate meetings

Coordinate NSW participation at the Australian Deaf Games

Provide advice, support and advocacy for NSW Deaf Sporting Clubs

Provide communication material to deaf sports stakeholders in NSW

Provide advice and support to State Sporting Organisations about how to incorporate deaf
participants into their sports

Deaf Rugby Players Head to Fiji

SOUTHERN Cross University rugby union player Simon Mahony is perhaps the luckiest footballer on the planet -
after all, he has never heard the continuous shrill of a rugby referee's whistle while playing. Mahony was born
profoundly deaf but he has not let his disability deter him from playing the contact sport he took up only six
years ago and next week the second-rower will lead the Southern Cross deaf rugby team to Fiji for a six-match
tournament.

The father of three boys, who have no disability, Mahony set up the Southern Cross deaf rugby club and
players from around the country will join the team.

“We are proud we can do this trip to Fiji to play against the Fiji deaf rugby side,” Mahony said. “This tour is
part of our vision to assist people who are deaf or hard of hearing to socialise with each other and integrate
into the deaf and rugby communities. Rugby is a great way for this to happen.”

While relishing the opportunity to travel to a picturesque Pacific island, Mahony is not so much looking
forward to tackling the always rugged, rugby-mad Fijians. “I was lucky enough to go there not long ago and
experience the Fijian culture and their deaf culture and they would play rugby all day if they could,” he said.

The Southern Cross team will play two Fijian sides, while another two sides from Japan and New Zealand will
also be there.

The mini-tournament will be a pre-cursor to a proposed 2011 Pacific Deaf Rugby Cup, which Mahony is heavily
involved in organising. The club has also been involved in establishing seven-a-side competitions in Sydney and
Brisbane.

Joining Mahony in Fiji will be former Lismore City player and Marist Brothers rugby league front-rower Dave
Hoffman. Hoffman suffered hearing impairment from a grenade accident while he was in the army. He now
has the hearing of a 70-year-old, which will gradually degenerate further.

He will also captain the side as one of the only players in it who can hear the referee's whistle. “That is an
unbelievable challenge,” Hoffman said.

“At Newcastle when | first played with the team the ball was too hard so the ref told the other team to kick it
out just before the kick-off.

“One of our players didn't realise this, thought it was the kick-off and then took off with the ball in hand down
the field. Calling plays and communicating in defence is difficult but you try to get around it with a mixture of
hand signals. A lot of the time you just have to trust the bloke next to you to be there.”

Despite recruiting players Australia-wide, the team is largely supported by Lismore businesses Deaf rugby
players head to Fiji.
